Durango’s first-ever electric vehicle
DC fast-charging station is coming
to the Durango Transit Center
parking lot by June 2021. Co-funded
by the city, the Colorado Energy
Office and LPEA, the station will
allow up to two vehicles to charge
simultaneously, delivering a full

charge in approximately 20 minutes.

By comparison, the Level 2 charger
takes roughly four hours to deliver a
full charge.
